In Naples, Italy, there is a caffé sospeso tradition or “extra
coffee” from the word suspend meaning “to wait” which was popular after World War 11
when people had little money. People would pay for more than their own cup so that others
who were poor could also drink hot coffee. In Thailand, there is the oliang, and later the
“wheel lift” type. It was called this because the side of the milk can that many shops used had
a picture of a bicycle on it. When the milk is poured, the bicycle looks like its wheel is lifting.
